The International Symposium “Geomorphosites 2009: raising the profile of 
geomorphological heritage through iconography, inventory and promotion” will be 
held in Paris on June 10-12, 2009.  
 

1. General Presentation 
The Symposium “Geomorphosites 2009” will comprise two days of communications 
separated by a one-day field trip. 
 

The communications are scheduled on: 
- Wednesday June, 10th (opening plenary session; thematic sessions 1, 2, 4 and 5A) 
- Friday June 12th (thematic sessions 3, 5B and 6; closing plenary session) 
The venue for those two days will be the IUFM de Paris, 56 Boulevard des 
Batignolles, 75017 PARIS, in the heart of the Quartier de l’Europe. 
 

On Wednesday evening, all the attendees are invited to meet in the Quartier Latin for 
a Welcome Party at the Club des Enseignants of the Sorbonne. 
 

A one-day field trip is scheduled on Thursday June, 11th (gathering between 8:00 
and 8:30). Given the large number of participants and in order to limit travel time in 
the Paris area, the Organization Committee has decided to refocus the program on a 
tour of the Biosphere Reserves of Gâtinais and Fontainebleau, 60 km south of Paris. 
Returning to central Paris will be around 18:00, so that participants can freely enjoy 
their evening.

As Thursday June 11th is devoted to the one-day field trip, Authors of presentations in session 3, 5B 
and 6 should make sure to hand over their Power Point files on Wednesday June 10th, 14:00-18:00. 
 
Posters displays will extend from Tuesday June 9th, 14:00 until Friday June 12th. 
 
4. Welcome Party 
It will take place on Wednesday June 10th, 19:00, at the Club des Enseignants of the 
Sorbonne. Access to the building is possible either from n° 1, Rue Victor Cousin or 
from 54, Rue Saint-Jacques.

Then take RER Line B, Direction Saint-Rémy-lès-Chevreuse , from GARE DU 
NORD to SAINT-MICHEL-NOTRE-DAME (18:52-18:56). 
From there it will take you only a few minutes to walk to the Club des Enseignants, in 
the heart of the Quartier Latin. 
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5. One-day Field Trip 
The one-day field trip of the Symposium “Geomorphosites 2009” is scheduled on 
Thursday June, 11th. It consists in a visit of the Biosphere Reserves of the Gâtinais 
and Fontainebleau, 60 km south of Paris. The meeting point is 17, Rue Auguste 
Comte, opposite the Lycée Montaigne by the perimeter fence of the Luxembourg 
Gardens.
